As part of its mission to empower Emirati and Arab youth, the Foundation launched
Nomu, a national youth development initiative, in early 2022. Nomu aims to empower
25,000 youth in the UAE by 2025 through high-quality training and experiential
learning opportunities aligned with UAE priority sectors.

To date, Nomu has positively impacted more than 20,000 youth through its market-
driven pathways focused on digital and transferable skills.

Nomu’s pathways follow the 3Cs approach, ensuring programs are:

\/ Comprehensive: Combines complementary technical and transferrable skills

@ Contextualized: Tailors to the needs and interests of the local labor market

Following its UAE success, the Foundation scaled Nomu to the region, aiming to
upskill 25,000 youth by 2026. The expansion will start with Jordan, Lebanon, and
Tunisia next year.

At the regional level, Nomu will focus on providing:

* Bridge programs: Foundational courses and English language support

» Upskilling opportunities with short cycle, accredited, and certified programs that
are aligned with market needs

* Business skills support: training in business for talented youth and
young entrepreneurs

In November, the Foundation organized a regional launch event in Tunis, attended by
the UAE Ambassador to Tunisia, H.E. Dr. Eman Ahmad Al Salami, the first regional
partners, education experts, and multi-sector representatives, among others.
